Supporting the 2020 Census by Convening a County Complete Count Committee (CCC)

RESOLUTION NO. ____       It was moved by Commissioner ____________and duly seconded by Commissioner_________________ to adopt the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the U.S. Census Bureau is required by Article I, Section 2 of the U.S. Constitution to conduct an accurate count of the population every ten years; and 

WHEREAS, Census data helps determine how many seats each state will have in the U.S. House of Representatives and is used in the redistricting of state legislatures; and 

WHEREAS, the decennial Census is a significant undertaking that requires cross-sector collaboration and partnership to achieve a complete and accurate count; and 

WHEREAS, the U.S. Census Bureau is facing several challenges with the 2020 Census, which include declining response rates, technological change, and fiscal constraints, thus support from local government is critical; and 

WHEREAS, having an accurate and complete Census count is important to our county in determining Federal and State aids and grants, economic development, housing assistance, transportation improvements and many other uses; and

WHEREAS, Arapahoe County Government, in partnership with municipalities, the State, businesses and community organizations, is committed to ensuring every resident is counted; and 

WHEREAS, the County has partnered with municipalities to jointly fund a Census Coordinator position to lead a coordinated county approach to Census 2020; and

WHEREAS, to achieve this goal, the County desires to create a Census Count Committee (CCC) made up of municipal stakeholders, representatives from businesses, education, faith organizations, non-profits, youth and seniors, refugee and immigrant organizations, County staff and elected officials, military and veterans, homeless and impoverished services, housing services, health and medical providers.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Arapahoe County, Colorado, as follows:

1.	The 2020 County Census Complete Count Committee is hereby established to partner with municipalities, community organizations, citizens, and the Census Bureau to promote the upcoming 2020 Census in Arapahoe County, Colorado, pursuant to participation guidelines established by the Committee. 

2. 	The Committee shall consist of municipal partners, representatives from businesses, education, faith organizations, non-profits; youth, senior, refugee, immigrant, military and veterans organizations, homeless and impoverished services, health, housing and community services, County staff and elected officials.  The Committee Chair can add or remove members.  A membership list will be provided to the Board of County Commissioners upon request during the tenure of the committee.
