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Arapahoe County announces site of future Fairgrounds and Regional Park 
Board of County Commissioners, community unveil sign at Quincy and Powhaton roads Friday

Littleton, Colo. --- The Arapahoe County Board of County Commissioners officially announced the future home of the Arapahoe County Fairgrounds and Regional Park at 25000 E. Quincy Ave., Aurora, during a sign raising ceremony attended by community stakeholders and investors today. 

“We’re thrilled to move forward on this much-anticipated project that will eventually provide many valuable community services and resources to residents of all ages,” said Commissioner Marie Mackenzie, District 3. “The Fairgrounds and Regional Park were designed based on input from several local community and focus groups, and we’re confident it will meet their expectations and those of generations to come.”


The planned multi-use property, to be developed in six phases, will provide year round access to open space and multipurpose buildings for use by County residents, and will include livestock, maintenance and exhibit buildings, an indoor and outdoor arena, horse barn and CSU Cooperative Extension office. 

The grounds will serve a variety of uses, including urban forestry, natural resource and wildlife education, consumer and family education, science fairs, rodeos, concerts, theater and heritage arts. The grounds also will be used by the community for its bike, equestrian and pedestrian trails, open space and heritage areas, and outdoor education. It’s also anticipated that the Fairgrounds will be used by youth clubs, schools, Scouts, and will be a great setting for exhibitions, conferences and meetings, as well as pet, antique and trade shows.

The projected cost to complete Phase 1, which includes the livestock building, site infrastructure and landscaping, is an estimated $8–10 million and will be funded with a variety of revenue sources designated for parks projects, such as Conservation Trust Funds, donations, sponsorships and grants.

The Board of County Commissioners, past and present, along with various sponsors and interested groups, including CSU Cooperative Extension staff, Arapahoe County Fair Committee, Arapahoe Park, 4-H families, volunteers and youth and community groups have contributed approximately $4.5 million toward the new fairgrounds.
